Request for Expression of Interest (EOI) for Consultancy Services

for

Water Quality and Industrial Pollution Monitoring System/Program design, feasibility and engineering studies under Dhaka Integrated Environment and Water Resources Management Project (DIEWRMP).

1. For accomplishing the preparatory activities of Dhaka Integrated Environment and Water Resources Management Project (DIEWRMP), a PHRD grant contract has been signed between the GoB and the IDA for amounting 700,000 US$ and it intends to apply a part of the proceeds of this grant to payments for Consultancy Services for Water Quality and Industrial Pollution Monitoring System/Program design, feasibility and engineering studies. Dhaka WASA under the ministry of Local Government, Rural Development and Cooperatives (LGRD&C) is the implementing agency of the project and the project will be executed jointly by Dhaka WASA and Directorate of Environment (DoE).

2. The objectives of the consultancy services are to monitor water quality (both surface and groundwater) and produce necessary information on water and environmental quality in greater Dhaka area, bridging existing gap in primary data (ii) conduct feasibility  study at three sites for combined effluent treatment plants (CETPs) and (iii) conduct a soil remediation study in most severely affected area of Hazaribgh industrial cluster. These objectives will facilitate the preparation of the proposed World Bank funded project (DIEWRMP), whose overarching objective is to promote integrated water and environmental quality management in Greater Dhaka area.

3. Following are the scope of services, but not limited to :

· Water quality monitoring. This comprises of three parts (i) Monitoring iustrial and domestic wastewater quality, (ii) Monitoring surface water and groundwater quality, including groundwater-surface water interactions and (iii) Design of water quality monitoring framework.

· Feasibility study of CETP at Tongi, Tarabo and Gorashal industrial clusters.

· Preparation study for piloting soil remediation at Hazaribagh. 

· A complementary study will be carried out on strengthening environmental management. Both study teams should keep close contact and interact where possible.

4. DWASA now invites eligible consulting firms to submit their Expression of Interest (EOI)  for the above services.  Interested consultants (firms)  are invited to provide information indicating that they are qualified to perform the services (brochures, description of similar     assignments, experience in similar operating conditions, availability of appropriate professional qualification and experience among staff, etc.).  EOIs would be reviewed on the basis of the following:

a) Registration of consultant (firm) 

(b) Age of the consultant (firm) 

(c) Availability of key professional staff (list of management, key personnel) 

(d) Turnover of the consultant (firm) 

(e) Experience of the consultant (firm) in similar field. 

(f) Experience of the consultant (firm) in other works/assignments 

(g) Support service of the consultant (firm)

5. Consultants (firms) may associate to enhance their qualifications, but should mention whether the association is in the form of a ''Joint-Venture'' or of ''Sub-Consultancy''. In the case of a joint venture, all members of such ''association'' should have real and well-defined inputs to the assignment and it is preferable to limit the total number of firms including the associates to a maximum of four. 

6. Special Instructions:

· Incomplete/partial EOIs will be rejected.

· Interested firm (s) must provide information demonstrating that they are qualified to perform the services.

· The authority reserves the right to accept or reject any or all of the EOI, or annul the EOI process at any stage without assigning any reason(s) whatsoever and without incurring any liability to the affected applicant(s).

7. Selection of the Consultant will be done in accordance with the procedure set out by the World Bank guidelines: Selection and Employment of Consultants by World Bank Borrowers, May 2004. 

8. Interested consulting firm(s) are required to submit their EOI along with relevant supporting documents (2 copies) in sealed envelope clearly marked with “ Confidential: Expression of Interest for Consultancy Services for Water Quality and Industrial Pollution Monitoring System/Program design, feasibility and engineering studies under DIEWRMP”  to the address indicated below by 14/9/08.
